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GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
Through a grant from the Winnipeg Sport Facility Program seven sets of manually deployed 
and two sets of hydraulically deployed Mobile Bleachers, constructed with continuous full 
length medal seats and weather resistant materials, were purchased in 1992. 
 
These Mobile Bleachers are made available for use by eligible non-profit organizations 
throughout Manitoba. Amateur sport bookings receive top priority* (see page 3) in recognition 
of the financial commitments by Sport Manitoba (the former Manitoba Sports Federation), the 
Province of Manitoba and the City of Winnipeg in purchasing these bleacher units. 
 
In 2005, Sport Manitoba assumed responsibility for ownership, including booking, renting or 
loaning out of the Mobile Bleachers to eligible not-for-profit and other approved user groups.  
 
Sport Manitoba has contracted with the Red River Exhibition Park to assume responsibility 
for the storage, ongoing maintenance, delivery and deployment/installation of the Mobile 
Bleachers 

 
MOBILE BLEACHER FAQS  & FEATURES 

 
1. How many bleacher units are available and how many units can be booked for an 

event?  
There are a total of six units , including two (2) sets of hydraulically deployed bleachers 
and four (4) sets of manually deployed bleachers. There isnÕt a limit on the number of 
bleacher units that can be booked. The determining factor is availability. 
 

2. What is the seating capacity?  
The bleachers offer 10 rows that can accommodate a maximum of 260 people each  in 
the two (2) sets of hydraulically deployed bleachers and 180 people in each of the four 
(2) sets of manually deployed bleachers.  
Seating capacity is calculated at 18 inches per seat. 
 

3. What are the ope n seat dimensions?

4. What type of location is required?  
The mobile bleachers are ideal for almost any park or parking lot setting. The total weight 
of 7,000 pounds is distributed on eight 7Õ X 10Ó jacks. The bleachers require a minimum of 
60 feet clearance and manouvre space in order to be installed. 
 
The bleachers should be positioned on a firm, reasonably level surface. Use of the 
bleachers is subject to approval of the location as determined by Sport Manitoba in 
consultation with Red River Exhibition Park. Soft asphalt, moist soil and other wet 
locations will require consultation with Red River Exhibition Park prior to installation.

NOTE: 
 
Up to three bookings each per year from Priority No. 1 will receive first priority in recognition 
of the financial commitments by Sport Manitoba, the Province of Manitoba and the City of 
Winnipeg in the purchase of the Mobile Bleachers; and Red River Exhibition Park, in 
recognition of their ongoing storage and maintenance of the bleacher units.  
 
Applicants that fall in Priority Listing No. 2 to No. 4 are booked on a first come, first serve 
basis. Applicants in Priorities No. 5 to No. 7 are received on a tentative basis with the 
understanding that their booking is subject to confirmation 90 days in advance of the event.

3.   Requirements for Insurance to use the bleachers:  

 
a) A general liability insurance policy  must be filed prior to use with the following 

provisions: 
1. Minimum limits of $2,000,000 inclusive 
2. Sport Manitoba and Red River Exhibition Park must be named as additional 

named insured  
3. Inclusion of a cross liability clause 
4. Insurance coverage to be effective immediately upon the user taking possession of 

the bleachers until such time as the bleachers are returned to Sport Manitoba c/o: Red 
River Exhibition 

 
b) Property insurance to the replacement cost/value of the bleachers.  

¥ Hydraulic bleachers: $40,606 US funds 
¥ Non-hydraulic: $20,000 CDN funds 

 
4.   Other conditions the user must agree to : 

 
Users must enter into a Use Agreement with Sport Manitoba. A number of conditions of 
use are part of the agreement. 

 
5.   Damage deposit:  

 
A $500.00 damage deposit is required for each unit for all users in Priority Listing No. 2, 3, 
4, 5, 6 and 7. The deposit, required at the time the bleacher booking is confirmed by Sport 
Manitoba, is returned in full to the user upon expiration of the Use Agreement and if the 
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bleachers are returned in a condition satisfactory to Sport Manitoba and Red River 
Exhibition Park. 

 
 

6.   Costs associated with rental.  
 

a) Installation Costs:  
 
There is a minimum cost of $350.00 per unit  including GST and including a 
minimum total of 4 hours for delivery and installation by two personnel assigned by 
Red River Exhibition. There may be situations where additional charges are incurred 
due to extra distance required for delivery, unusual site conditions (as determined by 
Red River Exhibition personnel) or when installation time requires more than 4 hours. 
The unit cost includes delivery, set-up, take-down and return of the bleachers.  
 
The additional charges referred to above will be as follows: 

¥ $1.85/km occur when the bleachers are to be transported and installed more 
than 25 kms. from Red River Exhibition Park. 

¥ $25.00/hour when the total number of hours exceeds the 4 hour minimum  
 
NOTE:  

¥ All units are to be transported and installed by Red River Exhibition personnel.  
¥ Normal installation hours are from 7:30 a.m. to 10:30 p.m. from Monday to 

Friday. 
 

b) Bleacher Rental:  
 
The maximum rental period for the Mobile Bleachers is seven (7) days, including one 
(1) day for the delivery to and installation on-site and one (1) day for the re-
deployment and transportation back to Red River Exhibition Park. 
 
The Rental Rates are:  
 

1. No rental fee will be charged for up to three bookings per year from each of the 
Priority No. 1 users. 

 
2. $200.00 per unit per rental period including GST for user groups that are 

categorized in Priority Listing No. 2, No. 3 and No. 4.  
 

3. $400.00 per unit per rental period including GST for user groups that are 
categorized in Priority Listing No. 5, No. 6 and No. 7.  

 
Events that extend beyond seven (7) days will be subject to an additional rental fee as 
follows: 
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a. $35.00 per unit per day rental fee for user groups that are categorized in 
Priority Listing No. 2, No. 3 and No. 4. 

 
b. $75.00 per unit per day rental fee for user groups that are categorized in 

Priority Listing No. 5, No. 6 and No. 7. 
 

* NOTE: All Fees will be reviewed and adjusted as necessary every two years. 
 

7.   What is the cancellation procedure?  
 
Cancellation of an agreement and/or request for changes must be made by written notice 
and delivered to Sport Manitoba at least two weeks prior to the booking.  
 
If notice is not received by this time: 

 
a) Sport Manitoba is not obligated to refund any sum paid for the booking and using of 

the Bleachers. 
 

b) The user can be assessed the applicable user fees, as per Section 6., for cancelled 
bookings that cannot be re-allocated.     
 

 
8.  Payments:  
 

Following the event, Sport Manitoba will invoice the user organization for the applicable 
Installation and Rental Costs.

DEFINITIONS 
 

Non-profit Organization  
An organization will only be considered as non-profit as per its recognition as such by 
Revenue Canada and the Province of Manitoba. 
 
NOTE:  
Sport Manitoba reserves the right to verify non-profit status of user groups for events or 
service to be provided. 
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Mobile Bleachers  Mobile bleacher is a self-contained seating system 
capable of highway transport and fast set-up.  
Bleacher unfolds to offer 10 row bleacher seating with 
guardrails.  Bleachers are equipped with a self-
contained hydraulic actuator, permitting fast, one-
person set-up. 

Bleachers have a rugged, galvanized steel support 
structure with aluminum seat and footboards.  
Weather resistant materials and components shall be 
used throughout.  Leveling jacks shall be provided for 
bleacher leveling and support. 

Bleachers have a constant, standard seat slope for 
safety and shall fold to 96" wide for highway towing.  
Guardrails fold and unfold with the main bleacher 
structure, and do not require additional assembly or 
latching.  Bleacher does not require latches or support 
pads to be positioned for transport.
